Think Green 
One thing I have been hearing a lot about in the last two years is “Think Green.”

In an article written by Dan Brown for the Asphalt Pavement Alliance titled, “Think 
Green with Porous Asphalt,” many environmental issues are addressed.

All over the nation, storm water drainage is becoming more of an issue in site 
development. One solution that is becoming increasingly popular is the use of storm 
water recharge beds topped with porous asphalt pavement for parking areas.

Conventional practice in site development has been to build large detention basins that 
receive surface runoff from the impermeable structures on the site. Most of that water 
does not infiltrate the soil and recharge the groundwater as nature intended.

Properly designed porous asphalt recharges the groundwater and 
is becoming increasingly popular all over the nation. Much of 
the surge in popularity of porous pavements can be explained by 
storm water regulations backed by federal, state, and local laws. 
People are taking both water quality and water quantity issues 
more seriously. As a result, this technology is being embraced 
with great interest.

Storm water recharge systems are not complicated to design, 
but they must be built correctly in order to function properly. 
The excavation is typically about 3 feet deep. The bottom of the 
bed must be below  the frost line. Following excavation, a filter 
fabric is placed over the bottom of the recharge bed to prevent 
soil from migrating into the stone. Next, a  layer of 2-inch 
stone, which typically has about 40% voids in it, is cleaned and 
separated and added to the infiltration bed. After a 1-inch choker coarse is applied to smooth things out, the open 
graded porous asphalt is laid down 2 to 3 inches thick.

Storm water flows through the porous asphalt pavement and is detained in the coarse aggregate filtration bed and 
slowly released into the ground as nature intended.

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Th e United States Department of 
Transportation (USDOT) recently 
announced six interstate routes that 
will be the fi rst to participate in a 
new federal initiative to develop 
multi-state corridors to help reduce 
congestion. I-70 from the 435 
beltway on the west side of Kansas 
City, MO, to the Ohio/West 
Virginia border, is among those 
routes selected. Other routes selected 
are I-95, I-15, I-5, I-10 and I-69.

Th e program called “Corridors of 
the Future” is aimed at developing 
innovative national and regional 
approaches to reduce congestion 
and improve the effi  ciency of freight 
deliveries.

Dedicated truck lanes, two in 
each direction with at least one 
interchange per county, will be added

to the existing routes. If conceptually 
possible, access to the truck lanes by 
truck staging areas will be included. 
Adding truck lanes is seen as a way 
to reduce congestion, improve safety 
and off set maintenance costs of the 
general-purpose lanes.

Missouri will receive $2 million of 
Interstate Maintenance Discretionary 
(IMD) funds for their portion of 
I-70. Th e funds will be used for 
supplemental environmental work 
to evaluate the impact of dedicated 
truck lanes.

Th e USDOT and the states 
involved will work to fi nalize formal 
agreements by the spring of 2008. 
Th ese agreements will outline 
the anticipated role of the private 
sector as well as show how the 
partners will handle the fi nancing, 

planning, design, construction and 
maintenance of these corridors.

MoDOT projects that I-70 with 8 
lanes, which includes 4 for trucks, will 
cost approximately $3.5 billion, which 
MoDOT does not have at this time.

In Missouri, I-70 carries up to 40% 
trucks and the USDOT projects 
that will double by 2020. If they are 
correct, something needs to be done 
immediately to correct this problem.

If a motorist needs to report a pothole, a dead deer 
in the road, a malfunctioning traffic light, or just has 
a question about the state’s highways, now MoDOT 
is ready to handle those questions anytime day or 
night. 

“We’re very proud to offer this level of response,” said 
MoDOT Director Pete Rahn. “Incidents don’t just 
happen during work hours. Snow? We’re ready to 
respond with live assistance whenever we’re needed.”

MoDOT’s customer service centers, one in each 
district, handle all these toll-free calls during 
workdays. After hours, all calls are routed to 
Kansas City or St. Louis. Kansas City handles the 
northern half of the state and St. Louis handles the 
southern half. Routine calls can be forwarded to the 
appropriate district for a response the next business 
day. For high-priority calls, the Kansas City and St. 
Louis centers have access to a statewide database 
of MoDOT crews they can reach for immediate 
assistance.

“As more people learn about this service, our call 
volumes will keep going up,” says Tom Grippe, 
supervisor of the St. Louis Customer Service Center.
