I don't know how many ways you can say it, but the bottom line is — we need to do
something and the quicker the better! Our very economic existence is dependent on
our mobility and we are going backward, not forward. MoDOT is doing all it can to
implement cost saving measures by managing administrative costs, keeping bids low,
no frills (practical design) cost cutting measures, allowing contractors to be innovative
using alternative materials or working off hours while not sacrificing quality and safety.
The state is going from a road construction program of $1.23 billion in 2008 to $569
million in 2010. That won't even do an adequate job of maintaining the system. There
doesn’t seem to be any significant political will to fund a badly needed transportation
system expansion and rehabilitation. However, I will say that Senator Bill Stouffer and Representative Neal

St. Onge are showing courageous leadership in proposing funding increases to take care of I-70 and 1-44
reconstruction. It is up to the General Assembly to decide how to fund transportation and present it to the voters
to see if they want to invest in their children and grandchildren’s future. MoDOT has demonstrated they are
good stewards of Missourians’ money. All they need is adequate funds to do the monumental job of maintaining,
expanding and rehabilitating the seventh largest state roads system in the country.

Receiving the Missouri Quality Award - the official state recognition for ‘= Missourd
excellence in quality leadership - capped off a great year for the Missouri i

Department of Transportation. Here’s a look at the top 10 achievements

that helped make 2007 a quality year for Missouri transportation.

1. Leading the Nation in Saving Lives - The National Highway Traffic Safety
Administration announced in July that Missouri had the largest drop in traffic-
related fatalities of any state in the nation in 2006. Of the 868 fewer traffic deaths
nationwide, the Show Me State accounted for 161 of them or 19 percent. This goal
was accomplished through partnerships with the Missouri State Highway Patrol,
the Missouri Coalition for Roadway Safety and highway safety advocacy groups
statewide.

2. Better Roads, Brighter Future - In January, we launched the Better Roads, Brighter
Future Program, which will bring 85 percent of Missouri’s major highway system

up to good condition by the end of 2011.

3. Improving Performance - The Reason Foundation had good news for Missouri in
August: the state jumped from 28th to 17th in overall performance of its highway
system from 2004 to 2005 and from 39th to 17th in overall performance from 2000
to 2005. The report also showed Missouri had the third lowest administrative costs

per mile.

4. Ensuring Bridge Safety - Following the tragic Minnesota bridge collapse in
August, we immediately inspected the 14 state bridges similar in design and
deemed all safe to cross within just two months. In addition, legislation passed in
August enabled us to move forward with our Safe & Sound Bridge Improvement

Program, which will repair or replace 802 of our worst bridges in five years.

5. Radical Cost Control - Thanks to radical cost controls, the construction contracts
awarded in fiscal year 2007 came in 7.4 percent under budget — a $90 million
savings. We also saved $7 million in worker’s compensation costs by cutting lost
workdays by 69 percent. Providing electronic project plans will allow us to save
about $200,000 a year.

6. The New I-64 -We broke ground in March on the largest, single highway
construction project in MoDOT history: the half-billion-dollar overhaul of 10 miles

of Interstate 64 in St. Louis, one of the state’s busiest corridors.

7. Driving Edge - Driving Edge, a new traveler information program launched in September, includes electronic

message boards along Interstates 70 and 44, an online traveler information map and 24/7 customer service.

8. kcICON - A new quarter-billion dollar road and bridge project — kcICON — awarded in November will improve

four miles of interstate highway north of downtown Kansas City, including the Paseo Bridge landmark.

9. Getting Greener - In 2007, we became one of the first state agencies to use recycled roof shingles in highway
projects, began testing soy paint, used beet juice as a de-icing agent and joined with the Missouri Department

of Conservation to give half a million trees a year to youth groups to plant.

10. Corridors of the Future - The U.S. Department of Transportation in September announced the I-70 corridor through
Missouri, Illinois, Indiana and Ohio as among six interstates in its “Corridors Of The Future” program that will look

at innovative ways, such as dedicated truck lanes, to reduce congestion and improve freight delivery.

recycled shingles to roof 305 houses. Over that time, the agency
has recycled more than 3.6 billion pounds of waste material that

otherwise would have wound up in landfills.

“We'll use just about everything but the kitchen sink in our
highway construction if it means protecting the environment and providing a quality project on time and within
budget,” said MoDOT Director Pete Rahn.

Fly ash, cement kiln dust, mine chat and boiler and steel slag — all manufacturing by-products — are other waste

materials the agency allows to be used when building highways.

In addition, MoDOT crews clean up more
S@@TH R@ IIIITIATIIVE than 80,000 car tires — about 600 tons — that
are left on state highways every year. These

tires are ground up and used in fuel for power

plants, replacing coal used for electric power.

The Missouri State Recycling Program
recently recognized MoDOT'’s environmental
contributions with its annual state Recycling
Award.
